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You are indeed holy, O God, and blessed is your son Jesus Christ, the true Passover Lamb and the great Shepherd of
your flock. Foxes have their dens and birds of the air their nests, but when Jesus came into our world, there was no
place for him to lay his head. He broke bread with outcasts and sinners, healed the sick, and proclaimed good news
to the poor. Giving himself freely to death on the cross, he triumphed over evil, opening the way of freedom and
life.

On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had given
thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you.
